1) Subcommittee on Criteria Applicability – review of meeting on April 28, 2005

a. Need to discuss jurisdiction before application of criteria.

b. Possible resolution Supervisor McCue may introduce at the PE&E meeting 

i. Reduce LDAC’s jurisdiction to its original size or to Milwaukee City Boundary

ii. LDAC would not have jurisdiction over County park lands outside of City limits

c. Other issues in resolutions:

1. Special use permits / special event permits –Should there be LDAC involvement when temporary use has material and substantial impact on the criteria LDAC is to apply or on the public’s access to the lakefront (e.g. Harley Fest)?

2. Private land

3. Leases

i. Leases involving new development already included 

ii. Should renewal of leases without added development be included? If they have a material and substantial impact? Acreage? Duration? Impact on other uses? E.g. parking?

iii. Some leases renewed for short period specifically so that LDAC might review (ex. UWM parking lease)

4. Municipally owned lands other than City and County?

i. Not consulted prior to the creation of LDAC

ii. Attempt should be made to contact those municipalities and gain their input

2) Resolution draft by Supervisor Lynne De Bruin
a. LDAC’s jurisdiction would include:
i. Public lakefront lands owned by the City of Milwaukee, Milwaukee County, and any other municipality that opts in
ii. Any projects affecting use and access to the lakefront, public land developments, and public art are all included
b. LDAC’s jurisdiction would exclude:
i. Private land
ii. Routine maintenance
iii. Zoning changes
iv. Special use permits / Special events
v. Construction easements
vi. Federal land
c. County Board, Parks System, or LDAC can request that LDAC review projects, leases, lease extensions, and special events
d. Recommendations from LDAC are given to the governing body responsible for the project and are also made available to the public
e. LDAC does not expand or limit Milwaukee County’s authority
f. Discussion
i. Alderman Joe Davis feels there should be consistent standards for lakefront development throughout the County
ii. County Board can not legally force other municipalities to come to LDAC
1. More communication is needed with other municipalities to ease fears
2. There needs to be an overall protection of the entire Milwaukee County lakefront
iii. Hope for one set of jurisdictional guidelines versus one set for City of Milwaukee and a different set for Milwaukee County
g. Public input
i. Member of The Park People and involved in the Weed Outs at Grant Park – many citizens are interested in having LDAC involved with the south-side lakefront parks
ii. Charlie Kamps – Feels LDAC should decide what it wants to cover and help allay some fears of citizens and municipalities
iii.  South Shore Park Watch
1. Very interested in erosion control and water quality

2. What happens at one part of the lakefront impacts other parts of the lakefront

3. LDAC needs to take the lead

4. The stakes are the same for all municipalities on the lakefront

5. Appreciates LDAC taking public input into consideration

h. LDAC could also review single proposals from municipalities that have not officially opted in at their request 

i. Would other municipalities pass resolutions similar to the City of Milwaukee and Milwaukee County resolution?

3) Motion by Supervisor Gerry Broderick, seconded by Ellen Brostrom, that representatives from Milwaukee County, the City of Milwaukee, and LDAC meet with lakeshore municipalities to discuss the current scope to LDAC’s jurisdiction and inform them of LDAC’s intentions –Motion approved 10-0.  

4) Motion by Rocky Marcoux, that private land not be included in LDAC’s jurisdiction. Discussion:

i. Use by private landowners of their land.

ii. Municipal decisions with a major impact on lakefront land use and access.

iii. Are projects on private land paid for by the public “private”?

iv. Action:  Motion withdrawn.

5) Motion by Supervisor Lynne De Bruin, seconded by Ellen Brostrom, that LDAC request that the PE& E Committee lay over all resolutions regarding LDAC at the May 17th meeting to allow the Commission time to deliberate –Motion approved 10-0.
