               Rainforest Night at the Domes

    Reptile Expert who Served with Steve Irwin to Speak

(Milwaukee, WI) – Bring your flashlights to the Mitchell Park Domes, 524 S. Layton Boulevard, on Friday, October 13 from 6pm to 9:30pm for spooky nighttime educational tours in a tropical jungle.  Participants will learn about the vital role and significance the earth’s rainforests play in people’s everyday lives and the global future.

Guests may sample delicious, fresh tropical treats like coconut, papaya, pomegranates and kiwi while learning preparation techniques from a Philipino family.  Samples of exotic juices, ice cream, chicle (chewing gum), nuts and chocolate will also be available.  

Reptile expert and 40-year researcher and conservationist, Dr. Terry Cullen, will discuss and show live examples of snakes and endangered crocodiles from rainforest regions.
