 Five County Park’s Beaches to be Cleaned Up 

(Milwaukee, WI) – Volunteers are needed to assist over 330 local students who will participate in the Wisconsin Beach Sweep next week, Tuesday, September 12 from 9am to 1:30pm.  A fieldtrip to five Milwaukee County Park’s cleanup sites will include Bradford, Bay View, McKinley and Grant Park beaches. 

The Wisconsin Beach Sweep is part of the Ocean Conservancy’s International Coastal Cleanup that has been an annual, worldwide cleanup since 1986.  In 2005 over 450,000 volunteers worldwide collected 8.2 million pounds of trash on 18,000 miles of coast.

This project will also include building watersheds in the sand and playing a land-based water volleyball game for Milwaukee students.  The students will use collected data from the cleanup in a multi-disciplinary lesson to learn about our freshwater resources.
