Dinosaur Plant Blooms Only its Second Time at the Domes

(Milwaukee, WI) – The Dome’s dinosaur plant or Zululand Cycad known formally as Encephalartos Ferox is blooming for only its second time in its thirty plus years in the arid region at the Domes.  The blooms are expected to last until mid October. 

The last blossoming occurred six years ago when a single bloom developed.  Presently two blooms appearing as reddish-orange cones in the plant’s center are brightly visible contrasted by the plant’s dark green foliage.

These plants are commonly found in shaded edges of forests and in wooded grasslands of South Africa.  Their appearance has changed little over the last 50 to 60 million years and they are therefore considered, “living fossils” earning them the name “Dinosaur Plant.”
