   Beautiful Creatures Make Restful Pit Stop on 2500-mile Trek

Thousands of monarch butterflies have gathered and are preparing for their annual migratory flight to the Yucatan Peninsula  in Mexico over 2,500 miles away.  

The public and nature lovers are welcome to get a close up look of these beautiful specimens and observe this remarkable phenomenon of the butterfly world.  The best time for viewing is between 4pm and sunset.  Barb Agnew, a butterfly lover, with permission from the Parks Department, has prepared a walking trail on the northwest corner of the county grounds for interested viewers.

“Come out late today,” said Agnew, “If the winds are from the north tomorrow morning, the southern migration will begin.  We are fortunate to have this natural display right in our backyard,” she added.  Her hope is to preserve this unique site from future development through public awareness.
