 Milwaukee County Parks Celebrates 100th Birthday





Celebrating “Quality of Life” in Milwaukee County

(Milwaukee, WI) – This year the Milwaukee County Department of Parks, Recreation and Culture will be celebrating its 100th anniversary.  The year 1907 marked the formation of the governing body known as the Milwaukee County Parks Commission.  With it came the creation of the Milwaukee County Park System and the purchase began of parkland outside city limits.    Today Milwaukee County is home to over 15,000 acres and 150 parks and parkways enhancing the “quality of life” for residents and generations to come in Southeastern Wisconsin. 

Charles B. Whitnall, considered to be the Father of Milwaukee County Parks, served as a member of the Parks Commission for forty years.  Due to visionary planning, the early commissioners, advocates of intelligent land-use, created Milwaukee’s many miles of county parkways, the lakefront beaches, and neighborhoods separated from factory districts.  

To celebrate this 100-year milestone, Park’s Director, Sue Black and her staff have scheduled many activities for the summer.  The Brown Deer Golf course will host a Golf Marathon for charity –100 holes of play on May 18th to the first 54 participants.  Each participant will play the course four times with 25 holes per round.   Prizes will be awarded along with celebrity participation, a personal caddy, meals and motorcar.

Additionally, a Harley-Davidson motorcycle raffle will take place with tickets selling for $5.00 for a chance to win a Harley FLSTC Heritage Softail Classic motorcycle.  The Park’s forestry crews will plant 100 trees and selected sites will display a memorial plaque engraved with a commemorative new 100 years Park’s logo.
