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       Maple Sugar Days at Wehr Nature Center

Programmed hikes to the sugarbush last 45 minutes rain or shine.  Instructions and equipment for tapping one’s own maple trees will be available.  Tickets to this event may be purchased at the door.  Groups of children must have one adult for every two children.
