BASE BID DESCRIPTION:
Base Bid work of the project will consist of the removal and replacement of the existing

GMIA airport perimeter security fencing along the GMIA property line located along Howell
Avenue. Work will begin east of the Skyway Hangar and extend west and south along
Howell Avenue for approximately 3,900 feet of existing fence line. The new airport
perimeter security fencing will have fabric buried two feet underground for wildlife
deterrence, stand 10' high above ground, and have barbed wire arms 2'-0" high.
Miscellaneous work will include asphalt milling, trenching, and asphalt replacement in
certain locations along the new fence line. Various size swing gates, man gates , and slide

gates will also be new installations along the new perimeter fenceline.
