The attached policies and procedures shall govern and direct case

processing for the Milwaukee County Drug Treatment Court (MCDTC).

Office, Court Coordinator's Office, Justice 2000 and Wisconsin Community Services shall
cooperate and follow the procedures outlined in the attachment to give effect to this

directive.

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Summary

o This program is designed to serve high risk/high need prison bound individuals who have significant
substance abuse problems. The program is 12-months in length and consists of four (4) distinct

phases.

It is highly recommended that before considering or referring a defendant for drug court
participation that you review the “Milwaukee County Drug Treatment Court Policy and
Procedures Manual” at: www.milwaukeecounty.org/ChiefJudgeCircuitCoul0519.htm

Eligibility Requirements

In order to be eligible to participate in Drug Court, the defendant must meet the following

criteria:

Milwaukee County resident;

Age 18 or older;

AODA dependant (based on Addiction Severity Index score);
Score a minimum of 7 on the pretrial risk asséssment tool;

Be charged with a felony, or be chronic, habitual misdemeanant;
Meet the federal definition of “non-violent offender”;

Be amenable to the drug treatment court program.

In addition, persons will NOT be considered if they face or have a history of the following
offenses:

Sex, dangerous weapons or firearms offenses;

Manufacture, delivery, possession with intent or conspiracy to commit these offenses
involving 40 or more grams of cocaine, 2,500 grams of marijuana or 15 or more grams
of heroin.

PERSONS WILL NOT BE CONSIDERED IF THEY ARE NOT FACING A
PRISON TERM.

Referral, Identification & Eligibility Screening

Justice 2000 will identify and screen all potential candidates for the drug treatment
court. Please contact Justice 2000 at 414-278-2140 if a potential candidate needs to be
screened.

Should a prosecutor or defense attorney wish to refer a defendant to the court, the
referral must be made to Justice 2000 and Justice 2000 must conduct initial eligibility
screening. Please keep in mind that to be eligible, the defendant MUST be facing a
term of incarceration in the Wisconsin State Prison System.

Justice 2000 will create an electronic eligibility report in the Milwaukee County
Pretrial Services Database. This report is viewable at www.mcp.justice-2000.0rg .
(Please contact Justice 2000 at 414-278-2140 for login/password) The DA and defense
attorney will have electronic access to this report. The report will indicate whether the
defendant has previously been sentenced to prison.
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Eligibility Determined Prior to Initial Appearance

If the initial eligibility screening indicates a defendant is appropriate for drug treatment
court and the defense and prosecutor agree, the case is charged and processed through
Intake Court.

DA/defense attorney must notify Justice 2000 of the charging decision.

Procedures at Initial Appearance

At the initial appearance, the prosecutor and defense will inform the court that the
defendant is a potential candidate for the drug treatment court.

The defense will waive the preliminary hearing time limits,

Release/bail will be determined and the defendant will be ordered TOT-Justice 2000.
The case will be reassigned to the drug treatment court.

The DCC in Intake Court will schedule a projected guilty plea date on the drug court
calendar the Thursday of the week following the Initial Appearance.

Eligibility Determined Post-Initial Appearance

If a defendant is determined to be drug court eligible post-initial appearance, both the
initial eligibility screening, intake and clinical assessment (ASI) must be completed
and the resulting information forwarded by Justice 2000 to the drug court team prior to
the next scheduled drug court staffing.

If at drug court staffing, the team agrees that the defendant is appropriate for treatment
court, the DA and defense will contact the assigned court and arrange for transfer of
the case to the drug court calendar on the next scheduled drug court session.

Procedures for Transferring Case to Drug Court

Clinical Assessment

The DA and/or defense attorney must arrange transfer of the case to the drug court
calendar no later than the Tuesday before the scheduled drug court session.

The DCC in the original assigned court should transfer the case to the drug court
calendar and schedule a projected guilty plea on the date provided by the DA/defense
attorney. (Hearing date should be a Thursday)

Prior to drug court staffing, Justice 2000 will complete a clinical assessment with the
defendant using the Addiction Severity Index (ASI).

Referral Summary and Treatment Recommendation

Upon completion of the intake, risk, needs assessment and clinical assessment, Justice
2000 will complete the Drug Treatment Court Referral Summary.

This summary will be e-mailed to members of the drug court team and defense at least
24-hours prior to the scheduled weekly drug court team meeting.

Drug Court Team Staffing

The Drug Court Team will meet at least once weekly (currently Friday afternoon) to
review new Referral Summaries and determine admission for potential new candidates.
In addition, the team will also staff current participant cases to determine progress,
compliance and the application of incentives and sanctions.
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If the Drug Court Team determines that a potential candidate is appropriate for admission to
the drug treatment court, the defendant will make an appearance before the drug court judge.
At this appearance, the following must be accomplished:

Waiver of preliminary hearing;

Entry and acceptance of guilty plea,

Entry of Drug Treatment Court Agreement;
Review of basic program conditions;
Release/Bail Order with TOT Justice 2000;
DA-Victim Notification Process

In the rare case in which the defendant is not admitted to the drug treatment court or deferred
prosecution program, the case shall be re-tabbed to the original assigned judge.
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
