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PROGRAM REFERRAL PROCEDURES

Defendants whose most serious offense at conviction is a Class F, G, H or I felony
must be referred for an AIM assessment.

AIM assessments are not meant to replace or be used in lieu of presentence
investigations. You should continue ordering PSIs in appropriate cases. The AIM
assessment will be done in addition to the PSIL.

Complete the AIM referral form. (Sample attached) Justice 2000 will pick up referral
forms each morning. Provide a copy to the defendant, and if out-of-custody, instruct
the defendant to report to Justice 2000 immediately after court to schedule an
assessment appointment. Place a copy of the referral form in the court file.

Justice 2000 will have at least 20 working days to complete the AIM assessment on
an in-custody defendant, and at least 35 working days for defendants who are out-of-

custody. Justice 2000 will deliver the AIM report (Sample attached) to the parties on
the date due as indicated on the referral form.
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
