1.  Topic:  Pension Board Member Service After Resignation – Discussion
Continuing a discussion begun at the June 18, 2014 Pension Board meeting, Ms. Mohn reviewed drafts of two proposed ERS Rules.  Rule 1052 is intended to clarify that a majority of Pension Board members in office at any time constitute a quorum and also whether a quorum is retained once established.  Rule 1053 would codify those circumstances in which a Pension member may hold over past his or her resignation date.  The Committee recommended both Rules be presented to the full Board at the July 16th meeting.  


2.  Topic:  Disability Materials to Members – Discussion
Ms. Ninneman explained for the Committee the process ERS staff uses when a final reports is received from the Medical Board.  The Committee agreed that the report should be shared with a disability applicant once his or her application has been added to the Pension Board agenda.  Mr. Grady shared with the Committee ideas regarding duty disabilities presented at a conference he attended recently.  He will meet with Ms. Ninneman to determine whether ERS can adopt any of these best practices.  

3.  Topic:  Buy In Buy Back – Discussion
In open session, Ms. Ninneman and Mr. Grady updated the Committee regarding the status of Buy In Buy Back violations since the June 18th Pension Board meeting.
