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“Sneak Peek” at North Point Lighthouse

Milwaukee, WI.  The North Point Lighthouse Friends will invite elected officials to visit the North Point Light Station tower on Monday, February 20, 2006 at 4:00 p.m. at the location of the North Point Light Station in Lake Park. Milwaukee.  This will be the first official public viewing of the North Point Lighthouse in 150 years, and follows last week’s completion of the tower restoration.

“We had hoped to have the North Point Lighthouse tower cleaned, restored, and repainted by our 150th anniversary,” on November 22, 2005.  However, the early, cold weather in late fall delayed its completion until just last week when the new lantern room windows were installed,” said John Scripp, board president of the North Point Lighthouse Friends. “ As it turned out, the completion of the tower in early February makes for a very nice ‘valentine’ from the North Point Lighthouse Friends to the community”, added executive director, Cindy Rewolinski.  Rewolinski stated, “The restoration of the North Point Light Station has been a labor of love for nearly ten years and getting the tower restored is an enormous accomplishment.”

The North Point Lighthouse Friends contracted with Hess Sweitzer Painters of New Berlin to clean, repair and paint the historic metals from which this Lighthouse was constructed in 1888, and made taller in 1912.   “We were impressed with Hess Sweitzer’s experience with historic metals and lighthouses.  We are proud of the finished product and want to share it with the public now, on a limited basis, prior to the completion of the Keepers Quarters,” said Scripp.  Work to restore the Keeper’s Quarters will commence in spring, 2006. 

An open house for neighbors and for the public will follow the February 20th advance preview.  Watch the North Point Lighthouse signs in Lake Park for the day and time.
