Valentine’s Day Dinner & Raffle Drawing 
to Raise Funds for Sheridan Park 

 
Cudahy, WI (Jan. 29, 2014) – A Valentine’s Day Dinner and Raffle Drawing in support of Sheridan Park 
will be held Friday, Feb. 14 at the Pulaski Inn, 3900 E. Pulaski Ave. in Cudahy. The Friends of Sheridan 
Park are organizing the event as part of a year-long, centennial celebration.  
 
“This fundraiser will be a sort of ‘love-in’ for Sheridan Park,” said Milwaukee County Supervisor Pat 
Jursik. “Throughout the years, the park and lakefront have been the force behind economic development 
in the City of Cudahy. We are grateful for those who came before us who had the foresight to set aside 
green space along our beautiful lake shore.” 
 
Jursik will host the event and will be joined by co-chairs, William Otis (President of Patrick Cudahy Inc.) 
and US Federal Judge Richard Cudahy (grandson of Patrick Cudahy), in welcoming guests. 
 
Advance dinner tickets, available for purchase at the Pulaski Inn, are required for the event. Before-dinner 
cocktails will begin at 5 p.m. and will be followed by dinner at 6:30 p.m. Dinner tickets are available at 
$30 each or $240 for a table of eight. 
 
Those not attending the dinner may purchase remaining raffle tickets at the open bar. At 9 p.m., the 
winning ticket will be selected for the grand prize of an all-expense-paid trip for two to New York City, 
valued at $5,000. In addition to air fare and hotel, the trip includes tours of the city and Central Park, and 
a Broadway play. The tour is Friday, June 6 through Sunday, June 8, 2014. Raffle-ticket holders need not 
be present to win. 
 
Raffle tickets will also be available at local outlets through Feb. 14. Outlets include the Cudahy branch of 
BMO Harris Bank, Joe’s “K” Ranch, the Cudahy Library, City Hall, Cudahy Historical Society, and 
Pulaski Inn. Tickets may also be purchased from members of the Chamber of Commerce and Friends of 
Sheridan Park.
