“Irish Spring” Brings Out the Fairies 
 
Milwaukee (March 24, 2014) –  “Irish Spring,” the spring floral show at The Domes, brings out the fairies 
at “Very Fairy Princess Day,” Sun., April 13, from 9 a.m.–4 p.m. The Domes, “Milwaukee’s Living 
Landmark,” is located at 524 S. Layton Blvd.  
 
The spring show presents the Irish countryside, filled with daffodils, tulips, and hyacinths—and fairies 
and leprechauns hiding among the flowers. “Irish Spring” officially opens Sat., April 12, but on Sunday, 
April 13, special activities are planned for children dressed in their best fairy wings and princess 
costumes—including a Grand Promenade led by Cinderella at 10 a.m., noon, 2 p.m. and 3:30 p.m.  
 
“Very Fairy Princess Day” will have families hunting for hidden fairies throughout all of the domes, 
learning the “Cinderella dance,” and listening to the Fairy Godmother tell stories. Children can use their 
creativity to make-and-take a fairy garden, a treasure box, or a crown. For refreshment, kids can taste the 
Fairy Princess Punch. Before the day is through, princesses are encouraged to visit the wizard to win a 
special gift.  
 
For photos of the little princesses, families are welcome to use the throne and castle backdrop at no 
charge during this event.  
 
While all of the activities above are included in regular admission, additional opportunities are available 
for a fee. Face painting as part of a “royal makeover” is available for a donation, and special vendors will 
have doll clothing, “princess” cookies, and items to decorate fairy gardens for sale.  

 
“Very Fairy Princess Day” is included with regular admission. Admission for adults age 18 and over is 
$7; Milwaukee County Seniors with ID, persons with disabilities, students of any age with ID, and youth 
age 6-17 are $5. Children 5 and under are admitted for free.
