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2014 Milwaukee FootGolf Open to be Hosted at Lincoln Park 
 
Milwaukee, WI (July 11, 2014) Lincoln Park will host the 2014 Milwaukee FootGolf Open, a tournament 
featuring the sport that combines soccer and golf in a game for all skill levels. The event will be presented 
by the Milwaukee FootGolf Association, in partnership with Milwaukee County Parks, on Saturday, July 
19, with start times of noon and 3 p.m.

Awards will be given to players in first and second place in the Men’s and Women’s Divisions as well as 
the player voted Best Dressed. Prizes include soccer balls, shirts, and trophies.
