Visitors are invited to bring their cameras to 
capture a holiday moment, with a floral backdrop of tropical flowers. Hours are: Dec. 6 from, 1:30-
3:30 p.m.; Dec. 13 from 11 a.m.–3 p.m.; and Dec. 20 from 10 a.m.–3 p.m., with Mrs. Claus joining 
Santa from noon-3 p.m. 
 
Holiday show hours are Monday-Friday, 9 a.m.-5 p.m.; Saturdays, Sundays, Thanksgiving Day (Nov. 
27), and Christmas Day (Dec. 25), hours are 9 a.m.-4 p.m.  
 
Admission is $7 for adults; $5 for children age 6-17, students of any age with ID, persons with 
disabilities, and Milwaukee County Seniors age 60 and up with ID; and Free for children under 6.
