To bring out the inner cake-artists of guests, the event includes Community Cake Decorating. Event-goers will unleash 
their creativity in colored buttercream frosting as they test their skills with a piping bag. Parents tweeting photos of their 
children with their art will be entered in a contest, with the winner spending an afternoon at Classy Girl Cupcakes learning 
decorating techniques. 
 
For cupcake artists focused on flavor, the Cupcake Creation Contest is looking for ideas. Each guest may submit one idea. 
Five finalists, age 8 and up, will be selected by Classy Girl Cupcakes after the festival. The finalists will develop their 
ideas and bake samples at the bakery with help from parents or staff. Finalists will be invited to present their cupcake at the 
Classy Girl Cupcakes 5th Anniversary Bash this winter.
