While the 
lifetime sport of golf provides an outlet for physical activity and competition, it also offers social 
opportunities and comradery on and off the course. 
 
“I’m proud that Milwaukee County is taking part in the HOPE golf program to enhance the rehabilitation 
and assimilation back into civilian life of our Veterans,” said County Executive Chris Abele. “This is a 
small gesture of thanks to those we owe so much.” 
 
Participants in the program will meet every Tuesday, from 2-4 p.m., through June 7. Instruction will take 
place in the golf course practice area. The program also includes play on the course.
