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Free Bonsai Society Exhibit at Boerner Botanical Gardens, Sept. 16-18

The annual event also includes a vendor area, with trees, tools, pots, soil, and other bonsai supplies, as well as
raffles of vendor donations and membership to the Milwaukee Bonsai Society.

Exhibit hours are Friday from 6-9 p.m., Saturday from 10 a.m.-5 p.m., and Sunday from 10 a.m. -3 p.m.

During Friday’s opening reception, the public will have the opportunity to hear Tea’s critique of the 10 best
trees styled by Milwaukee Bonsai Society members.

On Saturday from 1-5 p.m., Tea will offer a free demonstration. He will style a large Cork Bark elm. Tea’s
demonstration bonsai will be auctioned at a banquet Saturday evening. Registration and payment for the
banquet must be received by Sept. 8.

While in town, Tea will also be offering workshops to members of the Milwaukee Bonsai Society.
