DINEEN PARK

Dineen is a 59.2 acre community park located on the northwest side of the City of Milwaukee.  The park is named in honor of Cornelius R. Dineen, a former Park Commissioner who held office for 28 years, 1927-1955.

Initial acquisition of land for the park commenced in 1951 and the first development which consisted of some preliminary grading occurred in 1956.

The most significant developments of the site took place in the mid and late 1960’s.

Today the park consists of facilities that serve the gamut of active and passive recreational needs.  They include the following:

· Swimming and wading pools

· Baseball, softball and soccer fields

· Tennis and basketball courts

· Par 3 golf course

· Lawn bowling greens

· A lagoon for fishing

· Play equipment

· Picnic areas
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
