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Juneau Park

East Wisconsin Avenue at North Prospect Avenue, Milwaukee, 53202

Bus routes 12, 13, 23, 30 or 31

Land for this park was acquired through a donation of the Northwestern Railroad and reclamation from the bottom of Lake Michigan. Monuments throughout the park include those of Leif Ericson (east of Kilbourn and Prospect intersection), Solomon Juneau (east of Prospect and southeast of Kilbourn), a replica of Juneau’s cabin (east of Prospect and south of Juneau Avenue). The War Memorial Center is located in the park. The $2,700,000 cost of the building was raised by private subscription. It opened to the public in 1957. Juneau Park has a duck sanctuary in the lagoon where an underwater agitator is used to keep the water free of ice during the winter. Other facilities include fishing, unreserved picnic areas, a tot-lot, and a cross-country course.
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
