Milwaukee River Work Group 

 Angie Tornes stated that the workgroup wants to protect the view shed but they don’t want to manicure the park by renaming it “Central Park.”

The Urban Ecology Center is strongly involved.  The Friends of Milwaukee Rivers and the River Revitalization are also involved. 

Marty is trying to get a visit- they travel around the country and meet with property owners to try to educate mountain bike users.  Marty commented on the trail system and how it is not bad for the environment.  Everyone needs to be involved in the decision-making and we are trying to decide whether or not we want the trails, they want them.  

IMBA Trail Crew Visit

Open up as wide as possible. The real goal of IMBA is educational purposes. Ideally they can come and talk to Parks staff about what needs to be done and train us. Zoning is not the real issue. Milwaukee County needs to be involved in the loop because we are the primary landowners.

 We have been increasing the plowing on the Oakleaf- areas where lots of requests- cross-country skiing

Bike Maps- We are down to two boxes of maps and they are being updated daily. Rough drafts of maps with many updates and would like feedback.

Funding is still questionable.

Tentative print date is end of March 2008.

Because the map is a combined city and county bike map we will consider distributing to the county and city ½ & ½.

The county is distributing at all parks and kiosks as well as the library.

The new map will be a little different. Adding streets and city bike facilities and golf locations.

We are not going to do a mass printing of maps. Roughly 30,000 now and maybe another printing in 2 years.

DOT-Reconstructing I-94. Interferes with trails network.

DOT is aware and suggest that we need to continue to participate in meetings. DOT encourages feedback and letters to project managers
