I-94 North/South Project:

Motion to have a supporting document from the trails council for access to multiuse trails. General concept letter supporting snowmobile, bicycling, and pedestrian use. Accommodation for trails: minimum height 12 feet, minimum width 14 feet. Motion made by Jim, Marty seconded it. NOTE- Guy Smith put together a letter and forwarded it to Marty Weigel. Guy Smith also met with WisDOT staff to advocate for trail accommodation.

Oak leaf discovery recommendation (Angie Tornes):

Repave Oklahoma South to Stark. The upper trail area could use repaving, future trails council project.

Oak Leaf Discovery Tour-

 The decision was made to hold hosting tour until next year. Continue to work on the passport. Work towards getting funding now for next year. Tight time line.
