· Introductions

· Meeting minutes approved.  Motion made by Sup. Borkowski, Seconded by Guy Smith.
· Trail Network Plan.  Have updated plan to Council members prior to the public input meeting.  Information should be made available online and in paper form.  If there are any further revisions, please give those to Guy.  Marty, Jack, and Guy will meet again to make changes to the draft plan.  To notify residents regarding the public input meeting: use such avenues such as the Park People, signs on the trail, on the parks website, press release with marketing, etc.
· Hank Aaron Grand Slam Event will be August 12th:  Run, walk, bands, food, etc.  Trail update: Last Friday some segments along Canal Street were being paved.  Connectivity is growing and there has been an increase in the number of even non-avid bicyclists.
· “Share the trail.”  The group discussed possibly painting stencils on the trail surface to encourage trail safety and sharing the trail for multiple types of users.
· XTERRA event.  Aug. 5th there is a mountain bike event, which will benefit parks and trails.  The Urban Playground event in Sept. will involve a portion of biking and running within parks.  A donation will go towards the Friends of Milwaukee’s Trails.
