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Sheriff’s Office Investigates Stolen County DPW Truck

Milwaukee, W1 — Milwaukee County Sheriff’s deputies are attempting to location a yellow
Milwaukee County Department of Public Works (DPW) truck that was stolen on the
HWY-100 on-ramp to eastbound 1-43/894 at 1:00 p.m. today.

A Milwaukee County DPW worker walked about 300 yards away from his vehicle,
described as a Ford 550 utility truck with a 40-foot boom/basket or “cherry picker,” while
he checked on light poles. He left the vehicle running and unattended while he performed

electrical maintenance.

The Patrol Division has put out an APB, but no reports of a truck sighting have come in.
The value of the truck is $60,000. It is bearing Wisconsin municipal plate 16410,
