Deputy Sheriff Steven J. Schmitt, a Crisis Negotiator, who responded to a 22-year old man
climbing over the railing from the freeway out onto the outer ledge of the Hoan Bridge.

Deputy sheriffs Kay Hamelin and John Schroeder, who responded when, without warning,
a noted 60-year old criminal defense attorney and lecturer at the University of Wisconsin
Law School collapsed at the defense table, suffering a massive heart attack.

Deputy Sheriff Sergio Aleman, who assisted in ending a three-month hunt for the elusive
“Ball Cap Bandit” bank robber who now is under a 10-count indictment. Deputy Aleman
tragically, less than three short weeks later, lost his life.
