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Operation Drive Sober Results in 13 Arrests 

933 Repeat Offenders Since January 2010 
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Milwaukee, WI – At the start of this year, Sheriff David A. Clarke Jr. ordered an 

aggressive weekend Driving Under the Influence (DUI) initiative to rid the Milwaukee 

County freeway system of drunken drivers.    
 

This weekend’s initiative from Friday at 4:00 p.m. through Sunday at 6:00 a.m. resulted in 

the arrest of 13 drunken drivers.  The average PAC of these offenders was .14. 
 

The first weekend arrest involved an injury to a deputy, at about 4:00 p.m. in the North 

Point parking lot at the lakefront. A deputy stationed at the mobile command post in the 

lot attempted to stop a vehicle in the lot, but the operator did not stop, causing the deputy 

to push off the car with her arm to avoid being struck.  Deputies approached the driver 

when he pulled in a parking space. 
 

Malcolm Kyles, age 53, of Milwaukee, was argumentative and deputies noted signs of 

intoxication. Kyles’ PBT result was .26, more than three times the legal limit.  Kyles was 

taken into custody for DUI-2
nd

 offense (his prior conviction was in February 2009), 

Resisting/Obstructing-causing soft tissue damage to an officer – a Class H felony with a 

penalty of up to six years in prison, and Operating After Revocation.  Kyles has prior 

convictions for Resisting/Obstructing, manufacture/delivery of cocaine, bail jumping and 

disorderly conduct. 
 

Other repeat offenders were Marquisia Melton, age 31, and Douglas Kelly, age 56, both of 

Milwaukee.   
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First-time offenders were Michael Rogers, age 34, of Milwaukee, Manuel Centeno, age 54, 

of Greendale, Jeffrey Bailitz, age 24, of East Troy, Dwayne Pearson, age 28, of Racine, 

Craig Moore, age 43 of Chicago, underage drinker Lindsey Buccholz, age 20, of Oak 

Creek, Scott Medcalf, age 32, of West Allis, Brett Kleefisch, age 40, of Menomonee Falls, 

Steven Krenn, age 24, of West Bend, and Andrea Santiago, age 21, of South Milwaukee. 
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
