Driving Under the Influence (DUI) initiative to rid the Milwaukee County freeway system 
of drunken drivers.    
 
This weekend’s Operation Drive Sober initiative, from Friday at 4:00 p.m. through Sunday 
at 6:00 a.m., resulted in the arrest of four drunken drivers, two who were repeat offenders.  
The average PBT result was .12. 
 
Repeat offenders were Michael Strike, age 36, of Greenfield, and Devin Henry, age 34, of 
Milwaukee.  First-time offenders were Angelica Miller, age 44, and Martha Grundy, age 
55, both of Milwaukee. 
 
During the Operation Drive Sober initiative this weekend, two squads were struck on the 
freeway.  Yesterday, at 11:55 a.m., a deputy stopped in a lane with his lights activated to 
remove debris from the freeway, had his squad struck by another vehicle on US-45 
northbound at Burleigh.  Wauwatosa Police Department handled that investigation and 
cited the driver for failure to yield.
