Milwaukee, WI – At the start of last year, Sheriff David A. Clarke Jr. ordered an 
aggressive weekend Driving Under the Influence (DUI) initiative to rid the Milwaukee 
County freeway system of drunken drivers.    
 
This weekend’s initiative, from Friday at 4:00 p.m. through Sunday at 6:00 a.m., resulted   
in the arrest of eleven drunken drivers, with two repeat offenders and a wrong-way driver.  
The average PBT result was .14. 
 
A deputy saw a wrong-way drunken driver headed toward him, traveling southbound in 
the northbound lanes of highway 145 near 107th Street on Saturday just after 8:00 p.m.  
The deputy activated his lights and siren, but the driver continued past him.  Several other 
vehicles had to swerve to avoid the driver.  The deputy caught up to the vehicle just west of 
north 76th Street, and used his air horn, siren and PA system to get the driver’s attention.
