Board Business

Two of the first items that | voted on (within hours
of being sworn in) were redistricting, and the
O'Donnell Park facade. The redistricting plan that
we approved will go into effect for the 2012
election. While the plan shrinks the Board to just
18 supervisors (the Brown County Board just
voted to increase their number from 26 to 29
supervisors), it will have a minimal effect on us in
the 14th District. Just one block in the far
northwest corner of the district at 35th Street and
Euclid Avenue will go to a different district.
Population shifts in the city and the county have
seen growth in the South Side and the greater
southern portion of the county. Both people and
businesses are choosing to locate here. People
recognize that it's a great place to live and work,
and | am proud to help continue our improvement.

| voted for the fiberglass facade at O’Donnell, as it
had been designed prior to my election. | feel that
although this would have been slightly more
expensive to install than the stucco alternative, |
think the stucco fagade will carry higher costs in
the long run, and will not improve the aesthetics of
the lakefront buildings. However, | later voted to
uphold County Executive Abele's veto of the bill
after | heard from residents of my district who
expressed their wish that | do so.

This month, we have been working very hard to
authorize the county's labor negotiator to do his
job and negotiate with the unions. (Surprisingly,
we have to do this!) Passing a new contract with
our largest union would save the county upwards
of $10,000 a day. Everything is in place to do this.
On Thursday afternoon, we will have our second
special Board meeting in a week's time to make
this happen. The bill was stalled at our last
meeting by a tiny minority that apparently believes
we don't need that $10K each day!

CLIC Into the 215t

Milwaukee County Supervisor Marina
Dimitrijevic, along with the rest of the
Milwaukee County Board, officially launched
the County Legislative Information Center
(CLIC), a new service that provides online access
to all legislation within Milwaukee County.

CLIC allows visitors to track the progress of
legislative items from their introduction
through adoption or rejection. County Board
and Committee meetings are all now CLIC-able.
At the news conference, reporters received a
demonstration showing how to access agendas
and minutes, and how to play audio clips from
items considered at Committee meetings.
