American Civil Liberties Union. The Panelist 

provided the audience insight and advice on 

Governor Walker’s proposed Voter ID Bill and 

offered their advice on how the bill would 

impact Milwaukee County residents.  Mike 

Wilder, a Milwaukee County resident who 

attended the informational session stated, “This 

informational session was very worthwhile 

attending. For those worried about their rights 

this informational session was a nonpartisan 

group that informed the public. Tonight was not 

about a political agenda, but rather a non-

partisan agenda that this Voter ID bill is not 

good for this State.” The Voter ID bill, currently 

under consideration by the State Legislature, 

attempts to suppress the voices of people in 

Wisconsin. Our community must come together, 

find logical solutions, and stop this assault on 

voter rights in our State. Part II of the 

informational session will focus on the elderly, 

the disabled, veterans, college students and 

minority groups.
