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Known as òCoachó to many, Ron Bird Retires from the Redcats 

After 58 years in youth sports, Ron Bird canõt co out in 

public anywhere in the metro Milwaukee area without 

someone saying, òHey, coach!ó 

Sometimes Bird, 77, will remember their name, 

sometimes notñsome of the players from his earliest 

years are pushing retirement ageñbut he always 

remembers something about them, whether itõs where 

they lived, what sport they played or what high school 

they went on to attend. 

Since heõs announced his retirement from the Bay View 

Area Redcats, heõs received calls from as far away as 

Germany and as close as from across Wisconsin from 

adults who remember the man who coached them when 

they were in middle school decades ago. 

òWhatõs gratifying is when you are someplace and 

someone comes up and says, ôCoach Bird, remember me? 

I played with you in the ô60só Bird said. òI had a guy call 

me from Germany. He played on my first team in 1957. 

He heard I was retiring. I told him, ôYeah, Iõm considering 

itõ.õ He said ôAw, geez, I donõt get back to Milwaukee 

that often.õ Iõve been in the Air Force. He told me who he 

was and the name rang a bell.ó 

òThe UPS delivery guy came in and said ôHey coach, do 

you remember me?õ I told him I didnõt remember his 

name ðbut knew exactly where he lived. Wherever I go, 

people tell me that I coached them or they worked with 

me, they were a coach with me, I coached their kid. 

Thatõs the gratifying part.ó 

Bird directed the group for the past 37 years before 

deciding to step down as president and hand over the 

operations to another group. His last day was Jan. 9. 

Bird has been involved in youth sports since his days 

coaching the Bay Vie branch of the Central Milwaukee 

YMCA, beginning in 1953. When the organization 

closed the facility in 1974, Bird worked with a group 

interested in keeping youth sports in the south side area 

and founded the nonprofit Bay View Area Redcats. They 

formed the group because they believed the distance to 

the South Milwaukee YMCA would be too far for Bay 

View neighborhood youths to engage in sports-so they 

formed one in Bay View. 

Bird said the key to the program was to give all the 

participants, no matter their skill level, that opportunity 

to play and grow as an athlete. 

òI think part of the success is giving the kids a good shot 

at the program.ó Bird said, òThey have to play in the 

program-win, lose or draw, they still get to play. You 

had some kids that couldn't bust their way out of a 

paper bag when they started, but were given that 

opportunity to play. You donõt find that out anymore-

sports programs donõt always do that.ó 

Birdõs peers in the community across the state attest to his 

skill as a coach and his impact on the community around 

him. Twice heõs been selected Bay View Business 

Association Man of the Year and in 2010 was awarded 

the Wisconsin Football Coaches Association 2010 Dave 

McClain Distinguished Service Award for his many years 

of work and dedication to youth football. The trophy 

proclaiming his award hung at Lambeau Field for a year 

and marks one of Birdõs career highlights. 

The real highlight to Bird, though, is when he sees the 

impact the organization has had on youths and the Bay 

View community for nearly 40 years. 

òI just so much wanted this program to take hold-and it 

did,ó said Bird.  

The group provides sports programming for youths ages 

5 to 15, in baseball, softball, basketball, tackle football 

and cheerleading. Bird points out that former Wildcats 

have gone on to play high school, college and even at 

the professional sports levels, such as tight end Travis 

Beckum with the New York Giants. 
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Known as òCoachó to many, Ron Bird Retires from the Redcats 

òWe started with no place to meet and holding our 

equipment handout in a one-car garage,ó he said. òThat 

turned into a two-car garage, then a three-car garage. 

Then we started looking for a place to rent. Itõs grown 

over the years.ó 

The group currently serves more than 600 boys and girls 

from all areas of Milwaukee. 

òIt was a good-running program, gave kids an 

opportunity to participate,ó Bird said. òThere were a lot 

that eventually made their high school teams which may 

not have made it without the two or three yearsõ 

experience with the Redcats.ó 

òWhen you played two or three years with the Redcats, 

when you went on to high school, you made the team, 

even as a freshman. We had one of the best junior 

programs in the state.ó 

While Bird has seen his share of ups and downs with the 

organization, his involvement has been more one of 

commitment than resource ñ heõs also worked as a tool 

and die maker for 42 of those years,  many times 

working third shift so that he could run the youth leagues 

during the daytime. He retired in 1998. 

Bird has lived his entire life in Bay View, lettering in 

football twice and track three times at Bay View High 

School before going on to a teaching college in 

Milwaukee. There, he hurt his knee and was unable to 

continue his collegiate football career, and later left the 

college and pursued other career options. He also 

played a couple years of semi-professional football. 

Bird has two daughters, both of whom participated in 

the Redcats cheerleading program. His wife of 50 years, 

Jackie, passed away earlier this year. Bird had back 

surgery and screws inserted into his back a couple of 

months later. 

Birdõs daughter, Patti Branske, said her father gave much 

of his time and effort to the youths ñ and adults ñ of 

the community in which he lived. 

òMy dad always helped the underdog,ó Branske said. 

òThere was a time when this gentleman ñ who had 

gone to school with my father ñ had fallen on difficult 

times, and was homeless for a while. When my dad was 

down at the (Redcats) office, he hired that man to do 

some office work, clean up around the building, so he 

could earn a couple of dollars a day to buy food. He 

paid for that out or his own pocket, not the 

organization.ó 

Branske said that to the youths her father worked with 

for those 58 years, he was a mentor, friend, someone 

who could be counted on no matter the situation. 

òSomeone would call in the middle of the night saying 

they needed something, he would rush out and do it. He 

is that nice person that we probably donõt see much of 

anymore. We live in a time of me-me-me and  

I-I-I ñ and he is always the opposite. He never thinks of 

himself first ñ he thinks of others first.ó 

Bird said resources and financial backing have been 

tough these last several years and that heõs paid out of 

pocket for many of the expenses. As one of his 

daughters worked with him on his check-book and 

determined he had injected thousands into the program 

over the year, she urged him to retire and hand over the 

reins to a successor.

For more than 

40 years, Ron has been an asset to our community. 
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January 27, 2012 Milwaukee, WI  

Milwaukee County Supervisor Marina Dimitrijevic 

released the following statement calling on State leaders 

to follow a directive from the Federal government by 

ending the enrollment cap for Family Care: 

òThe State of Wisconsinõs lack of action on Family Care is 

deeply disappointing.  As a member of Milwaukee 

Countyõs Commission on Aging, it is my duty to look out 

for the interests of individuals who have nowhere else to 

turn. 

òDespite a recent letter from the Federal Centers for 

Medicare and Medicaid Services stating that any 

individuals not enrolled in Family Care since the July 1, 

2011 cap should be immediately enrolled, the Walker 

administration and the Legislature have been slow to 

follow this directive. 

òItõs time for the Governor to comply with this letter from 

the Feds directing the State to begin enrolling people 

currently on the wait list.  Hundreds of seniors are on the 

wait list for Family Care because of the State-imposed 

cap.  Itõs been about ten years since there has been a 

wait list for seniors in Milwaukee County.  The Feds have 

now directed that the cap be lifted, but that has not yet 

occurred.  Legislation is needed to immediately lift the 

Stateõs enrollment cap without diminishing service to 

elderly residents and those with disabilities. 

òIn his State of the State speech earlier this week, 

Governor Walker touted that his funding for Medicaid 

allowed the State to ôexpand Family Careéall across 

the State.õ  Yet, the wait list persists, and the Walker 

administrationõs efforts to end it are sluggish.  The lack of 

swift action from the State wrongly denies individuals of 

benefits for which they are eligible. 

òState leaders are proposing significant reforms to offset 

the expected costs of lifting the cap.  The State 

Legislative Audit Bureau recently found the Milwaukee 

County Department of Family Care to be fiscally sound.  

The State must hold public hearings in Milwaukee County 

before proceeding with any draft reforms to ensure that 

the safety, health and welfare of our residents is 

maintained. 

òEvery day that the State fails to change its course is a 

day too many for our residents in need.  The cap should 

have never been instituted, and these individuals have 

been waiting since July.  In fact, many individuals with 

disabilities have been waiting for years.  We need 

immediate action, as directed by the Federal 

government. 

Supervisor Dimitrijevic is the Supervisory Delegate on the 

Milwaukee County Commission on Aging, which discussed 

the Family Care enrollment cap this morning.

Å The BlueLine, which also travels through the 4th Dis-

trict, provides service along National Avenue to S. 70th/

Greenfield Avenue in West Allis, and also connects 

downtown with the Park Place business district on the 

northwest side via Fond du Lac Avenue.  

Å The RedLine operates between N. 124th Street and 

the University of Wisconsin ð Milwaukee along Capitol 

Drive.

Milwaukee County has released an update on the 

progress and a summary of the accomplishments of the 

Green Print in 2011. 

Energy audits have been performed on 60 buildings, and 

approximately $10 million has been invested in energy 

retrofits using Performance Contracting. These energy 

savings measures include lighting upgrades, new building 

control systems, insulation, energy-efficient motors, and 

motion sensors. All of these projects combined are 

projected to result in energy savings of more than 10 

million kilowatt-hours of electricity and over 200,000 

therms of natural gas per year, which equates to over $1 

million in avoided utility bills, and nearly 10,000 tons per 

year reduced CO2 emissions. 

In 2011, dozens of other energy savings projects were 

implemented, such as LED lighting at GMIA and 

Timmerman; lighting upgrades at Public Museum, CCFS 

and Research Park; more energy-efficient HVAC systems 

at Fleet Admin and Transit Admin buildings.
