TARGETED ENFORCEMENT UNIT (TEU)

A Specialized Patrol Unit Maintaining Public Safety in the
Parks

There are more than 140 county parks and parkways
encompassing over 15,000 acres; including 100s of miles
of bike trails, 4 boat launch sites, 15 golf courses, 16
swimming pools and several other park facilities.

In an effort to effectively and efficiently meet the needs
of the public, the Milwaukee County Sheriff’s Office has
divided Milwaukee County into seven Park Patrol Zones.
These zones are listed inside, along with the names of
Deputy Sheriffs from the Targeted Enforcement Unit (TEU)
assigned to each Patrol Zone. The Milwaukee County Park
System map clearly identifies each zone.

The Sheriff's Office encourages citizens who are
experiencing on-going problems related to criminal
activity, or other acts of disorder that impact quality of
life, to contact officers from the impacted “zone” directly
so your concerns can be promptly addressed. Your calls
will remain anonymous if you choose. Partnership with the
community is an important component of the Milwaukee

County Sheriff’s Office plan to keep parks safe.
