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No Tools for Local Governments, Cuts to Services

Last week, Governor Walker introduced his
proposed State Budget for the biennium. While his
Budget Repair Bill included, “tools for local
governments” his 2011-13 biennial budget
includes major cuts to services and limits our
funding options while cutting shared revenue.
Here are some preliminary areas of concern. More
information will be available soon.

Juvenile Corrections Consolidated

The Governor’s budget consolidates juvenile
offenders by closing Ethan Allen School in
Waukesha County and moving all of the juveniles
to Lincoln Hills School in Lincoln County. In addition,
the budget directs the Department of Corrections
to close Southern Oaks Girls School in Racine
County and transfer the female juveniles to Copper
Lake School at Lincoln Hills.

Family Care Enrollment Capped

Family Care is a model program that has reduced
costs for nursing home care by allowing many
citizens to remain in a home setting with supportive
services. It appears that enrollments may not be
capped for the IRIS program (the state’s self-
directed program) but would be capped for those
seeking service through Milwaukee County. The
Department of Health Services may not enroll more

These facilities were significantly under capacity;
which is a good thing because it means that less
expensive alternatives are working. The
consolidation avoids an expected 30% increase in
the daily rate charged to County taxpayers for
each juvenile that is sent to these institutions; it
currently costs us about $100,000 per year per
juvenile.

This issue affects all of us as taxpayers and is
important to our youth and communities. More than
half of the juveniles in state institutions are from
Milwaukee County, so we are paying for the
inefficiency of the state operations. While |
strongly preferred and advocated for the closing
of Lincoln Hills (3 2 hours away) and consolidation
at Ethan Allen (45 minutes away), | am pleased
that the Governor took action to close an institution
— it will save Milwaukee County money.

persons in care management organizations to
receive the family care benefit than the number of
persons receiving the family care benefit in that
county on June 20, 2011, or the effective date.
This will most likely result in the creation of a
waiting list for elderly and prevent the County
from eliminating the wait list for persons with
disabilities.
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Arbitrary Cuts to Shared Revenue and Human Services

The State reduces Medical Assistance costs by
$500 million, however no detailed information is
provided. Medical Assistance covers Badger Care,
Senior Care and many programs to our Behavioral
Health and Disabilities Services Division.

Funding for mental health and alcohol and drug
abuse programs at our Behavioral Health Division is

reduced by $650,000 in 2011 and $1.2 million in
2012.

Transit Aid Cut

Cuts to Transit Aid overall are stated at 10%; in
Milwaukee County these are estimated to reduce
funding by nearly $7 Million annually. To put that
amount in relative perspective, Milwaukee County
currently spends $17.5 Million in property tax levy
on transit. The magnitude of the funding problem is
compounded by a strict tax levy freeze, depleted
capital /operating reserves, rising fuel costs, and

Property tax increases are limited to the rate of
net new construction, which grew at 0.657% in
2010. Estimates say that the 2012 property tax
increase could be limited to $2 million, severely
below the cuts to services being proposed.

ongoing needs to replace an aging fleet of 450
buses. The Governor has consistently fought
against a modest dedicated sales tax to fund
transit, which was approved by Milwaukee County
voters in November 2008. Roads by contrast have
been given increased funding without a
referendum. This could result in route cuts and fare
increases, the opposite of what we should be doing
to grow our system and improve our infrastructure.
