A LOOK

at the

BUDGET

Among the highlights for this budget year:

The 2015 Adopted Budget includes a tax levy of $282,985,125, which represents a
1.3% increase from the 2014 budget. Included in this amount is $59,099,341 to
operate the County Behavioral Health Division (BHD), an increase of $1.62 million or
2.8% from the 2014 budget. The BHD tax levy is determined by the Mental Health
Board (MHB) and County Executive Abele, as the Board of Supervisors no longer
oversees the mental health budget. The portion of the tax levy overseen by your
elected supervisor was $223,885,784.

EMERGENCY MANAGEMENT: The Board approved the creation of a
new Emergency Management office, which will oversee both our Emergency Medic
Services and also the 911 cell phone center. The county has a new Emergency
Manager, Christine Westrich, to oversee this transition. There is real opportunity for
consolidation of dispatch services with this new structure.

SHERIFF DEPARTMENT: The Board once again rejected the proposal to
outsource the park patrol to local municipal departments and restored the funding for
the Targeted Enforcement Unit in the Sheriff's Department. The Board also restored
the County Grounds Unit instead of transferring this responsibility to the City of
Wauwatosa. This area includes Children’s Hospital, Froedtert and the Mental Health
Hospital with a special focus on the roads within these grounds. Even the City of
Wauwatosa had not been properly consulted on this initiative. This service has been
restored to the Sheriff's Department.
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L CULTURE BUDGETS AND ARTS FUNDING: The Board rejected cuts
to our cultural institutions including the Public Museum, Marcus Center, Charles Allis
and others. In addition, the board restored the funding to the many CAMPAC groups
that receive just a small portion of their budgets from county support. Many of these
groups are now just recovering from a very difficult period of fund raising following the
recession. The Board believed the timing of these cuts was problematic to say the
least.
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—— PARKS: The County Executive eliminated four splash pads (none in

Dist. 8) and also the Wehr Nature Center funding with the University of Wisconsin
Extension that provided expertise to this nature programming. The Board restored the
funding for the splash pads and called for a feasibility study on the long-term needs of
the infrastructure supporting these wading pools, which are popular with families with
young children. My office received dozens of call supporting Wehr Nature Center, and |
am pleased to report that this program was restored by the board. With concern for the
many deferred projects facing the Parks Dept., the Board added $10 million in a
bonding initiative to begin addressing many of these deferred projects. The Board
decided it was better to do this borrowing now rather than wait with the risk of rising
interest rates looming and the continued deterioration of buildings within our Parks for
lack of repair. | am extremely pleased to state that the initiative that my office created
last year to replace old trail segments has been expanded this year; in addition to the
2014 year $500,000 for repair of the trail in Sheridan Park this year’s budget added
$800,000 for Grant Park to replace some of the oldest trails in the Oak Leaf system.

Estabrook Dam Removal

The County Executive introduced the procedure for the dam removal in this year's
budget. Previously the board had added money to repair the dam. This initiative
survived in the 2015 budget by way of the veto process. While a majority of supervisors
supported the original initiative to repair rather than remove the dam, the County
Executive vetoed this action, and dam removal was upheld on failure to override this
veto. My vote supported the county executive's position of removal. Many
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environmental groups, including the Riverkeepers strongly argued that removal was
better for the environmental health of the Milwaukee River. | accepted this reasoning
and also supported removal of this dam.

TRANSIT: After a yearlong battle to retain the manager, Milwaukee
County Transit System, for our bus system and the board eventually leading the
initiative to bring the management team into county government, the board took steps to
further strengthen our system. Two route extensions were added: one in Brown Deer
and one in Oak Creek. | was asked several years earlier by then Mayor Bolender to
add transit to the new Towne Center on Howell and Drexel. It took several years, but
this new route will be in place in spring. Please watch for details on scheduling this roll
out. This extension will serve the MATC campus in Oak Creek as well. The Board also
added fare-free transit for our elderly and disabled citizens. We will need to watch this
roll out to determine if it needs some adjustment, but it is an exciting addition for many
seniors who rely on bus service and are very often on fixed income such as Social
Security.

<PRIVATE |

{ PRIVATIZATION: There were several initiatives to privatize services at
the Zoo and our Airport. The county executive called for a Request for Proposals (RFP)
to change food and concession services at the zoo, and housekeeping, security and
others at our airport. The Board removed these initiatives from the budget and instead
called for further study. At the airport in particular, | criticized the proposal at a time
when our airport is looking for new leadership since Barry Bateman retired. It is hardly
a time to initiate privatization when there is no strong leadership at the airport. | would
be willing to look at these proposals once we understand the direction a new leader will
take our International Airport, which operates without any local tax levy support.

: I'=I= FACILITIES: Vacating City Campus located near 27" and Wisconsin
becomes a reality in 2015. A figure of $3.8 million was included in the budget for
demolition although local groups are also exploring initiatives to potentially preserve the
historical portion of the building. In the event the O’Donnell Parking Garage is sold, the
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addition of $5 million for Parks deferred maintenance will be realized. The county shall
continue the effort to downsize our county holdings and will be looking more closely at
the Courthouse Complex, which includes the Safety Building next year. | was pleased
to lead this effort as Chair of Strategic Planning, which initiated these actions.

CUDAHY GUN CLUB UPDATE

A firestorm was created in our community when Parks Director John Dargle sent a letter
to the Gun Club cancelling their lease effective 12/31/2014. While some discussions
between the club and the Parks Dept. had been taking place, the termination letter
caught all parties off-guard and set an almost unobtainable date for removal of gun club
property. Let me be clear: as your elected representative, | too was caught off-guard
and unware of the termination letter. In order to provide more time for review of this
decision, | created an amendment to the 2015 budget that gives the Cudahy Gun Club
an extension of one year to their lease. This Amendment passed with unanimous vote.
| have also requested that the Chairman of Parks Committee, Supervisor Gerry
Broderick, place this item on the Parks Committee agenda to give both the gun club and
interested groups time to review this lease termination in a fact-finding forum.

This unilateral action by the executive branch illustrated the new powers Act 14 gave
the executive branch, which can now act unilaterally with regard to contracts and real
estate matters. A county supervisor is the elected representative for each district in
representing the interests of that district in county matters. While many supported the
Act 14 initiative resulting in less representation, it amazed me that many constituents
who vocally supported reducing supervisory actions were the first to criticize when
services they wanted were unilaterally terminated by the executive branch. | will
continue to work on this issue as the elected representative, but it does require
communication based on fact. The talk show hosts that tried to make this a second
amendment issue plainly do not know what they are talking about and the extreme
action by one commentator encouraging disgruntled citizens to place garbage picked up
along the shore line on my front lawn violates the use of public air waves. Why not turn
these programs off and get good information by calling your elected representative? My
phone number and e-mail address are always provided in these newsletters.
