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While the County Executive and many commentators linked the two county
lakefront parcels together as part of the development of the lakefront, it is
my opinion that the County Board got this right. Here is a summary of the
two actions taken by the board, but simply stated: We sell surplus land,
but the county does not sell parkland.

It’s Couture Yes, O’Donnell No

O’DONNELL PARK

The Board defeated the county executive’s action to sell O’Donnell Park to
Northwestern Mutual (NM) on a vote of 8 to 9, with my vote against. While
each supervisor had various reasons for their own vote, | will state my own:
The county does not sell parkland, much less lakefront parkland. While |
was willing to entertain the sale of a parking garage, NM’s position was
that it did not want to be encumbered with anything less than full
ownership.

Let me be clear about numerous misconceptions. O’Donnell’s use was not
going to change under the NM proposal, it was still going to be used as a
parking garage. The misnomer that this was going to be part of a new
lakefront development is not true. While it is true that the county
executive’s management of the public plaza has been less than stellar, the
park was still going to remain a plaza only under private ownership and
management. While many argued that NM would do better in “activating”
the space, it also meant violating the deed restriction prohibiting sale to a
private party, at least for the north portion of the park. NM was asked to




retain the public use of the entire plaza, north and south in negotiations, but NM refused to protect
the southeastern portion, the lakefront piece.

Going forward, several supervisors including myself have vowed to bring legislation to bring better
management to the garage and realize better use of the public space. Why not a beer garden on
this lakefront land? It seems like the perfect place for one. Keep the lights on, change burned out
bulbs, pull the weeds and plant flowers in the planters. Simple requests can do quite a bit to make
this space look inviting again. Why was this space allowed to look unkempt? | refer you to the
County Executive for his response.

COUTURE:

This is a new development on the current Transit Center parcel sitting on the corner of Michigan
Avenue and Lincoln Memorial Drive. Over one year ago, the county board declared this parcel
surplus since it never realized its potential as a transit center. Rick Barrett was chosen from
several RFI proposals (Request for Information) and is the developer of the Moderne and the Oak
Creek Town Center projects. Barrett has gained respect in the community for working with trades,
doing workforce development on his projects and including good disadvantaged business
enterprise participation. He has promised to employ at least 40% of the workers building his
project from Milwaukee County. While | have been critical of the County Executive for not using a
formal RFP (Request for Proposal) on this important lakefront development, Rick Barrett's
willingness to work with these diverse interests won me over in allowing this to go forward with just
the RFI process. Compromise is the art of knowing how to get a good result for the county and
Barrett's Couture displayed this art.

The Board insisted that the county honor its duty in protecting Public Trust Land. While a messy
process took place regarding creation of a statutory definition of this “line”, legislators created an
imaginary line for the lake bed using clandestine legislation thrown into the last biennial budget only
to be later renewed as legislation with “public hearings”, but never in Milwaukee, the very locale of
this Theater of the Absurd. (I need not be critical of this process since it speaks for itself). After all
of this, Barrett could not obtain Title Insurance to do this project. After losing an entire year, the
position of the County Board prevailed: To do this project, the county must first apply to the court
to provide fact finding and render a judgment on whether any of this property must be preserved for
the public. This litigation was filed in the last week of December and my newsletter will report on
this process going forward. Subiject to this litigation, the Board approved the Couture project on a
vote of 14-4 with my vote in the affirmative.

The Couture will include public transportation, whether buses or light rail, a public plaza, shops and
a multi-story tower with apartments. The project will rival some of the tallest buildings in the skyline
and will feature a white clad exterior to honor the Art Museum, Cudahy towers and other lake front
gems.
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Board Approves Sale of Transit Site for Development of Couture

The Transit Center is an underutilized building at the lakefront. Unlike the O’Donnell park/plaza
with parking garage, which is heavily used and preserves a significant view at the end of Wisconsin
Avenue, the Transit Center never realized the original vision. The Couture was redesigned to
include a transit hub at the lakefront while providing shopping, a public park and other amenities to

draw public interest. With the redesign, the county would not be required to return transit dollars
used to create the site.

The City of Milwaukee will create a Tax Incremental Financing (TIF) District to capture the
increment created by the improvement to construct public walkways and bridges connecting many
of the county-owned lands at the lakefront. While the county will only be paid $500,000 for this
site, it receives significant value in these public amenities connecting our county institutions and

park lands which will be paid out of this TIF. The developer will also be required to pay for
demolition estimated at about $2 million.

Southridge Bus Stop Update

Construction of the new stops has not begun yet. At this time, Southridge is working to obtain
design documents for MCTS to review before the actual construction activities begin, as we need to

make sure that the new bus stops will be ADA compliant and functional from a service provision
perspective.

In addition, Southridge and MCTS have mutually agreed that it will be most appropriate to begin
serving the new bus stops on January 18, 2015, when new bus schedules for the routes serving
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Southridge become effective. The January target date will help to minimize negative impacts on
route schedule adherence that an earlier implementation would have caused, and it provides for a
design review and construction schedule that should be able to be implemented

CONSTRUCTION: HALFWAY ‘HOAN’

Construction on the 1-794 Lake Freeway / Hoan Bridge Project is about to reach
the halfway point. Despite a frigid winter, crews were able to stay on schedule and
are nearing completion of the eastbound (southbound) leg of the |-794 Lake
Freeway / Hoan Bridge Project. In early December, the project will

officially transition to the second and final stage of construction with

an intended completion date of Fall 2015.

During Stage 2 of the I-794 Lake Freeway / Hoan Bridge Project, bidirectional
traffic will be placed in the eastbound (southbound) lanes of I-794, from a
temporary crossover south of Carferry Drive.
