Cudahy to set aside our lake front land for a Park. Our South Shore is blessed with
lakefront parks, not gated communities that hide the lake. As a result, the parks are
something we all share and embrace. Why not help celebrate this gift?

We are pleased that Judge Richard Cudahy of the U.S. Court of Appeals, and grandson
of Patrick Cudahy, along with William Otis the President of Patrick Cudahy Company
agreed to act as Co-Chairs. The Patrick Cudahy Company will be planning a special
commemoration sponsored by the meatpacker and also providing financial backing for
the Sheridan Park Friends raffle to help raise funds to improve the park. The schools of
Cudahy will also be participating in planning school events to make our children aware
of this history of Sheridan Park and also celebrate its founding. The City of Cudahy will
use the 4th of July in 2014 to further honor Sheridan Park. The Cudahy Historical
Society will also feature a special program for this Centennial.

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794 AND HOAN BRIDGE

September will be the beginning of work on
replacing the Hoan Bridge deck. The Coalition to
Save the Hoan, a task force created by my office, COALITION TO SAVE
worked hard to save the Hoan Bridge. We will now =
see the fruits of that labor in September. Nothing THE HOAN
good comes without effort. Drivers will need to

make that effort starting soon as we face lane closures and actual bridge (one side at a
time) closures. Please be patient and appreciate the fact that you will get a new road and
a Hoan Bridge for 50 years to come. Also, the 794 Extension Committee that my office
created, and which I chaired, recommended that the speed limit on 794 be increased.
This was presented to the DOT. Our committee was unsure if the DOT was going to
wait until the extension for 794 was built or if the increase would be sooner. The good
news: DOT chose not to wait and increased the speed in August. Please drive carefully.
Also remember this is a Parkway, not a freeway. 50 does not translate to 60. Be
courteous when you drive and observe the laws. Thank you for your patience and
attention to construction slow-downs. For more information on the Hoan build-out,
follow this link. "The low bid on the re-build of the Hoan came from Walsh
Construction Co. of Illinois which submitted a bid of $172.2 million. When the
coalition was fighting to save the Hoan critics were complaining the costs would be on
the low side of $250 million or the high side of $500 million. It appears the Hoan is not
only worth our investment, but well under the critics' cost estimate."

BEACH CLOSURES

Having spent my entire adult life living on the South Shore, which I might add is the
best area of Milwaukee County, | know the best time to swim and walk along our lake
front is in August and September. Lake Michigan has finally warmed enough so that it
is pleasant to swim or wade in the water. Unfortunately, we are also seeing more and
more closures at the same time. Our beaches are clogged with algae and run-off waste.
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These factors contribute to high bacteria counts. If you would like to receive daily
updates on the condition of our beaches, follow this link.

I am not going to embark on climate debates, but I think most of us agree that we need
to take care of the treasure that brought most of us to the South Shore, Lake Michigan
and our extensive parks. We need to improve the Oak Creek Parkway and other
watersheds. All of us can play a role in keeping yard waste and run-off waste from
washing into our storm sewers. Our county board and the South Shore cities need to
work on keeping this run-off from choking our beaches and more importantly protecting
our water.
