THE ABOVE NAMED COMPLAINING WITNESS BEING DULY SWORN, ON INFORMATION AND BELIEF STATES THAT:
Count 1: OPERATE MOTOR VEHICLE AFTER REVOCATION
The above-named defendant on or about Date, at Time  FORMDROPDOWN 
, at Location, in the Jurisdiction, Milwaukee County, Wisconsin, while being a person whose operating privileges had been revoked pursuant to the Laws of the State of Wisconsin did operate a motor vehicle on a highway during such revocation or thereafter, and the defendant knew or had reason to believe  FORMDROPDOWN 
 operating privilege had been revoked and the revocation resulted from an offense that may be counted under 343.307(2), contrary to sec. 343.44(1)(b), 343.44(2)(b) Wis. Stats.

Upon conviction for this offense, a Misdemeanor, the defendant shall be fined not more than Twenty Five Hundred Dollars ($2,500), or imprisoned for not more than one (1) year in the county jail, or both. 

And furthermore, invoking the provisions of Wisconsin Statute 343.30(1g)(a), upon conviction, the court may suspend the defendant's operating privilege not more than six (6) months.

Count 2: FAILURE TO INSTALL IGNITION INTERLOCK DEVICE
The above-named defendant on or about Date, at Time AM, at Location, in the Jurisdiction, Milwaukee County, Wisconsin, did fail to have an ignition interlock device installed as ordered by the court, contrary to sec. 347.413(1), 347.50(1s) Wis. Stats.

Upon conviction for this offense, a Misdemeanor, the defendant may be fined not less than $150 nor more than $600, or may be imprisoned for not more than 6 months, or both for the first offense. 

Probable Cause
Complainant has reviewed a reliable teletype from the Wisconsin Department of Transportation which reflect that the defendant’s privilege to operate a motor vehicle was revoked for Reason, an offense as defined in Wisconsin Statutes section 343.307(2).  That revocation was ordered effective on Date and was active at the time of this violation.  Notice of the revocation was sent to the defendant’s last known address of record on Date.  

In addition, those records reflect that the defendant was ordered to have an Ignition Interlock Device (IID) installed in every vehicle which  FORMDROPDOWN 
 owned or was registered in his name and that he was prohibited from driving a vehicle unless the IID was installed. 

Wisconsin Department of Transportation records show that the defendant is the registered owner of the Vehicle Description, which she was driving, as set forth above.
