The above named complaining witness, being first duly sworn, says that the above-named defendant, in the County of Milwaukee, State of Wisconsin, 

on Date, at Location, City, as a person whose operating privilege has been duly revoked under the laws of this state, did knowingly operate a motor vehicle upon a highway in this state during the period of revocation, contrary to §§ 343.44(1)(b) & (2)(ar)2 of the Wisconsin Statutes.

Upon conviction of this offense, the maximum possible penalty shall be a fine of not more than $2,500, imprisonment for not more than one year, or both.  Further, the court may suspend the operating privilege for a period not exceeding six months.  If the defendant has three or more convictions, however, the revocation shall be for a period of six months, unless the court orders a shorter period and places its reasons on the record.

The complainant is a law enforcement officer employed by the Jurisdiction.   FORMDROPDOWN 
 bases this complaint on reports prepared by Officer Name, and on information and belief, as follows.  

Officer Name, reports that on Date,  FORMDROPDOWN 
 conducted a traffic stop of the defendant, as the defendant was driving a Type at Location, City, Milwaukee County, Wisconsin, for basis of stop.  

Further, complainant has reviewed a teletype from the Wisconsin Department of Transportation, which reflects that on the date and time of this incident, the defendant’s driving privilege was revoked for Reason, which is an offense specified in Sec. 343.307(2). The revocation was ordered effective Date, and was still active at the time of this violation.  Notice of the revocation was sent to the defendant’s last known address of record on Date.
