An Overview of Glenview Avenue
The Wisconsin Department of Transportation has revised the closure schedule for Glenview Avenue at Wisconsin Avenue and Bluemound Road.   Beginning July 10th, Glenview Avenue will be closed between just north of the Bluemound Road intersection to just north of the Wisconsin Avenue Intersection.  This closure will be in effect for approximately 6 weeks, with the Glenview Avenue/Wisconsin Avenue intersection opening within three weeks of the initial closure.
When accessing MRMC from the south, the preferred route is from I-94 to US 45 North, to the Wisconsin Avenue exit.  Wisconsin Avenue will soon become the best access road to the campus as heavy utility work begins on Watertown Plank Road in preparation for the US 45 interchange closure in January 2014.  In addition, Wisconsin Avenue will soon offer two lanes of dedicated entry and exit to US 45.  In early July, the parking lanes on both the north and south side of Wisconsin Avenue from 92nd Street to Hwy 45 will be removed and transitioned into one additional lane of travel both eastbound and westbound.  Traffic turning eastbound from Hwy 45 north will have two dedicated right turn lanes onto Wisconsin Avenue eastbound.  Traffic exiting from Hwy 45 south, will have two dedicated left turn lanes onto Wisconsin Avenue eastbound (after the bridge reinforcement work has been completed in August).  Wisconsin Avenue will then offer dual left turn lanes, directed by traffic lights, onto 92nd Street.
Our Glenview Avenue Neighbors
If you live in Wauwatosa and travel to campus via Glenview Avenue, traffic will be able to travel west/east across Bluemound Road at Glenview Avenue but northbound movements onto Glenview Avenue will not be allowed.  Westbound traffic may access campus from Bluemound Road via 97th Street north to Wisconsin Avenue east.  Access to businesses and residents will be maintained during construction but please be mindful of the surrounding neighborhoods when planning your route and avoid traveling through local streets.
Following the closure, Glenview Avenue between I94 and Wisconsin Avenue will have a newly resurfaced roadway, wider lanes for travel, enhanced pedestrian and bike access and smart traffic signal technology.
