“WATER TOWER VIEW” 
Housing for Seniors with Hearing Loss 
 
The Southeastern Wisconsin Deaf Senior Citizens 
(SWDSC) have partnered with Cardinal Capital 
Management, Inc. to develop and build the first 
affordable apartment community for deaf, hard of 
hearing, and deaf-blind seniors. Construction was 
begun in January of 2005, and just six months later 
the building exterior is nearing completion. Much of 
the brick work is done on the three story building, 
located on the Woodland Ridge senior housing 
campus at 88th and 
Howard Avenue in 
Greenfield, 
Wisconsin. 
Reservations for 
the apartment 
homes are coming 
in steadily, and it is 
expected that the 
building will be fully occupied by the time of the 
grand opening in October, 2005. New residents and 
family members will have no trouble locating the 
building, as it is just under the Greenfield water 
tower, as the name implies. The apartment units 
will be designed for comfort and security, and 
incorporate many new features that aid visual 
communications.  
 
The management staff themselves are deaf who 
lipread, use speech and sign fluently. They are 

influencing their fellow hearing staff about working 
with residents who will be deaf, hard of hearing or 
deaf-blind. 
 
Carol Comp is our Resident Manager for Water 
Tower View (WTV). Recently she was in the 
management office when an oral deaf senior came 
in. When she realized that the person she was 
talking with was also deaf and uses speech and 
lipreading and will be the WTV Resident Manager, 
the senior became ecstatic because she knew now 
her access needs will be met. 
 
We recognize that many of those with hearing loss 
in "regular" senior citizen apartments tend to be 
isolated and frustrated. They do not understand 
why and may not have the confidence to speak up 
to ask for help. On top of that the family does not 
know how to acknowledge the needs of their family 
member. Telling a person to turn up their hearing 
aid is not always the solution! 
 
We are attempting to think outside of the box to 
come up with solutions that people find in existing 
senior citizen apartments. We have incorporated 
sound bat insulation within the walls of the units 
and the hallway, which will contain louder sounds 
coming from TVs and stereo equipment. This will 
reduce or eliminate vibrations that are usually felt. 
WTV will have a “one of a kind” interactive video 
intercom system in place. Videophones will be 
provided in each unit to allow residents to visually 
identify a visitor in the lobby. The videophone with 
caller-id capabilities can be used either auditorily or 
to visually communicate with other tenants within 
the building. We will also have a loop system in the 
building Community Room, to assist hearing aid 
wearers.
