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FREE TAX HELP 
 
Are you aware that tax time is right around the corner?  
Are you puzzled by the tax law and which credits and 
deductions you're entitled to? Is your money tight lately? 
If so, then why not take advantage of the IRS Volunteer 
Income Tax Assistance (VITA) or the Tax Counseling for 
the Elderly(TCE) programs. Both these programs offer 
free tax help to individuals with low to moderate incomes 
and are conveniently located within your community. 
Volunteers, trained and tested by the IRS, alert 
taxpayers to certain credits for which they may qualify for 
such as the Earned Income Credit (EIC), Child Tax 
Credit(CTC) and Educational credits. 
 
In addition to free tax return assistance, the majority of 
the sites will also offer free electronic filing (E-filing). 
Taxpayers taking advantage of the E-file program will 
receive their refunds in approximately half the time 
compared when filing a paper return. Also, the taxpayer 
will receive it even faster if they have their refund direct 
deposited into their bank account. A faster refund is not 
the only advantage of using e-file, electronically filed 
returns are more accurate and e-filers receive an 
acknowledgement from the IRS that the return has been 
received. Even if you happen to owe the IRS or the 
Wisconsin Department of Revenue, you can file the 
return early and pay the amount owed on April 16th in 
2007. 
 
Filing your taxes can be free and easy. Take advantage 
of the volunteer assistance programs in your community 
to receive free income tax preparation assistance. Visit 
the IRS Web Site at www.irs.gov to learn more about the 
IRS free income tax programs.
