“Why don't people ask for help?” 
 
“One of my colleagues in the field of caregiving once 
said, 'There are only four kinds of people in this world: 
Those who have been caregivers. Those who currently 
are caregivers. Those who will be caregivers. Those 
who will need caregivers.' That pretty much covers all of 
us...” Rosalyn Carter 
 
The former first lady could not be more correct. 
Currently, one out of every four adults is providing some 
kind of family or neighborly care and will do so for an 
average of eight years or more.  
 
Family caregiving is a phenomenal act of love. People 
often give up a lot to take care of a loved one. Social 
workers, teachers and health care providers see this all 
the time. But everyone asks; “Why do only one in three 
caregivers ask for help? Why do so many wait for a 
crisis to happen?” 
 
There are many reasons. We may be doing just fine until 
we encounter a medical, financial or family emergency. 
Then, if we are prepared by having a good list of names 
and phone numbers, we will make it through, with 
everyone's help. Privacy, pride, survivor syndrome, not 
identifying as a caregiver, fear of intrusion, the burden of 
dealing with one more system, a lack of trust and our 
own inner script, role or belief about caregiving all 
dictate when, how and why we seek help. 
 
What ever the reason, if you feel worried, burdened or 
overwhelmed, please reconsider. It can be a lot less 
stressful and a lot more healthy for you and the person 
you care for, when you let others become a part of your 
caregiver journey.

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SOCIAL SECURITY UPDATES

ECONOMIC RECOVERY PAYMENTS 
 
The American Recovery and Reinvestment Act of 2009, 
which the President signed into law in February, provides 
for a one-time payment of $250 to people receiving Social 
Security and Supplemental Security Income (SSI) benefits. 
 

The one-time recovery payments will go out in May 2009 
and all payments should be received by the end of May. In 
April, Social Security will send a letter with additional 
information to each person who is eligible for the one-time 
payment. The payments will be sent automatically, meaning 
no action is required on the part of the person receiving 
benefits. The economic recovery payments will be made 
separately from a person’s regular monthly payments. 
 

All adults who receive Social Security benefits, including 
disabled adult children (but not minor children) are eligible 
for $250 payment. In addition, all persons who receive SSI 
payments, including minor children, are eligible for the 
payment. Anyone who receives benefits or who was eligible 
to receive benefits during any of the three months prior to 
enactment (November and December of 2008 and January 
2009) will receive the one-time payment as long as the 
address of record is in one of the 50 states, the District of 
Columbia, Puerto Rico, Guam, U.S. Virgin Islands, 
American Samoa, or the Northern Mariana Islands. 
 

The payments will be made in the same way that regular 
monthly payments are made. People with direct deposit will 
receive their payments electronically. Those who receive 
paper checks will receive their payments in the mail. People 
who receive regular payments through the Direct Express 
debit card will receive their one-time payments through the 
card. 
 

If someone receives both Social Security and SSI, only one 
payment of $250 will be made. The economic recovery 
legislation also provides for a one-time payment to 
recipients of Department of Veterans Affairs (VA) and 
Railroad Retirement Board (RRB) benefits. However, if you 
receive Social Security or SSI benefits and you also receive 
VA and/or RRB benefits, you will only receive one $250 
payment. The Social Security Administration will send you 
this payment. 
 

To assist in processing the payments as efficiently as 
possible, please do not contact Social Security unless you 
do not receive a payment by June 4, 2009. Information is 

available at www.socialsecurity.gov and will be updated 
regularly.

Retirement is probably the last thing on your mind if you’re 
a young worker. But there are some basics you should 
know about Social Security and savings to plan for your 
retirement. 
 

Social Security is the foundation for a secure retirement, but 
was never intended to be your only source of income when 
you retire. While Social Security replaces about 40 percent 
of the average worker’s pre-retirement earnings, most 
financial advisors say that you will need 70 percent or more 
of pre-retirement earnings to live comfortably. Even with a 
pension, you will still need to save. If you will not have a 
private pension, you will need to save more—and start 
saving sooner. Today’s young workers can expect to spend 
20, 30 or even more years in retirement, so saving is 
critical. 
 

The sooner you start to save, the more time your savings 
will have to grow. Whether you’re able to save $5 or $500, 
it’s in your interest to start saving now. 
 

Want to start planning your future now? There are some 
easy ways to do so. Take a look at Your Social Security 
Statement, which you’ll receive in the mail about two to 
three months before your birthday. Along with your annual 
Statement, workers between the ages of 25 and 35 will 
receive a helpful insert that provides information about 
Social Security, savings, and more items of interest to 
young workers. Want something more interactive? Visit 
Social Security’s online Retirement Estimator at 
www.socialsecurity.gov/estimator which allows you to try 
out different retirement scenarios based on your personal 
earnings record. 
 

You can also go to www.mymoney.gov for information on 
getting credit, paying for education, buying a home, creating 
a budget, starting a business as well as financial calculators 
and planning tools. 
 

Don’t forget that Social Security coverage is not just for 
retirement, but also for disability and survivor benefits in the 
event that you are unable to work, or you leave behind a 
family that depends on your income when you die.

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DOJ POSTPONES REVIEW OF 
UPDATED ADA REGULATIONS 

CENSUS BUREAU RELEASES NEW 
DATA ON THE POPULATION OF 
PEOPLE WITH DISABILITIES  

The U.S. Department of Justice (DOJ) has delayed 
publication of updated final regulations under the 
Americans with Disabilities Act (ADA) due to the 
presidential transition. DOJ, which had submitted the 
new regulations to the Office of Management and 
Budget for review and clearance in early December, 
withdrew its submission in response to a memorandum 
from the Obama Administration directing Federal 
agencies to postpone publication of any new regulations 
until incoming administration officials have had an 
opportunity to review them. According to a statement 
posted on DOJ’s website at 
www.ada.gov/ADAregswithdraw09.htm, “No final action 
will be taken by the Department with respect to these 
rules until the incoming officials have had the opportunity 
to review the rulemaking record… Withdrawal of the 
draft final rules does not affect existing ADA regulations.” 

 

Newly released estimates from the U.S. Census Bureau 
indicate that the population of people with disabilities is 
increasing. A total of 54.4 million Americans (19% of the 
population) is estimated as having some level of disability 
based on the Bureau’s 2005 Survey of Income and 
Program Participation which is used to develop national-
level estimates. Of this total, 35 million were classified as 
having a severe disability. These latest figures represent an 
increase from the results of a previous survey of 2002 data 
(51.2 million or 18%). The study, “Americans with 
Disabilities: 2005,” also found that among people 15 and 
older, 10.2 million use canes, crutches, or walkers, and 3.3 
million use wheeled mobility aids. An estimated 7.8 million 
are reported to have difficulty hearing a normal 
conversation, including 1 million without any hearing. 
Another 7.8 million are estimated to have difficulty seeing 
ordinary newspaper print, including 1.8 million without any 
vision. Other findings from the survey indicate that over 16 
million people have a cognitive, mental, or emotional 
disability and that over 5.4 million children under age 15 
have some type of disability. For more information on the 
study, visit the Bureau’s website at www.census.gov/Press-
Release/www/releases/archives/income_wealth/013041.html. 

 
DOJ’s rulemaking will update regulations for state and 
local governments under title II of the ADA and 
regulations for places of public accommodation and 
commercial facilities covered by title III. Last June, DOJ 
published proposed changes to these regulations for 
public comment. As part of this update, DOJ intends to 
adopt new accessibility standards based on guidelines 
issued by the Board. DOJ also proposed updates to 
sections of the regulations covering existing facilities, 
service animals, policies and programs, maintenance of 
accessible features, auxiliary aids and services, effective 
communication, and other topics. DOJ has not yet 
indicated a timeframe for resubmitting the final rules. 
DOJ’s existing ADA regulations, including the standards 
they contain or reference, remain in effect.

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Swine Influenza and You 
(provided by the Centers for Disease Control & Prevention – April 2009) 

What is swine flu? 
Swine Influenza (swine flu) is a respiratory disease of pigs caused by type A influenza viruses. Outbreaks of 
swine flu happen regularly in pigs. People do not normally get swine flu, but human infections can and do 
happen. Most commonly, human cases of swine flu happen in people who are around pigs but it’s possible for 
swine flu viruses to spread from person to person also. 

Are there human infections with swine flu in the U.S.? 
In late March and early April 2009, cases of human infection with swine influenza A (H1N1) viruses were first 
reported in Southern California and near San Antonio, Texas. CDC and local and state health agencies are 
working together to investigate this situation.  

Is this swine flu virus contagious? 
CDC has determined that this virus is contagious and is spreading from human to human. However, at this time, 
it not known how easily the virus spreads between people.  

What are the signs and symptoms of swine flu in people? 
The symptoms of swine flu in people are similar to the symptoms of regular human flu and include fever, 
cough, sore throat, body aches, headache, chills and fatigue. Some people have reported diarrhea and vomiting 
associated with swine flu. In the past, severe illness (pneumonia and respiratory failure) and deaths have been 
reported with swine flu infection in people. Like seasonal flu, swine flu may cause a worsening of underlying 
chronic medical conditions. 

How serious is swine flu infection? 
Like seasonal flu, swine flu in humans can vary in severity from mild to severe. Between 2005 until January 
2009, 12 human cases of swine flu were detected in the U.S. with no deaths occurring. However, swine flu 
infection can be serious. In September 1988, a previously healthy 32-year-old pregnant woman in Wisconsin 
was hospitalized for pneumonia after being infected with swine flu and died 8 days later. A swine flu outbreak 
in Fort Dix, New Jersey occurred in 1976 that caused more than 200 cases with serious illness in several people 
and one death. 

How do you catch swine flu? 
Spread of swine flu can occur in two ways: 

• Through contact with infected pigs or environments contaminated with swine flu viruses.  
• Through contact with a person with swine flu. Human-to-human spread of swine flu has been 

documented also and is thought to occur in the same way as seasonal flu. Influenza is thought to spread 
mainly person-to-person through coughing or sneezing of infected people.  

Are there medicines to treat swine flu? 
Yes. CDC recommends the use of oseltamivir or zanamivir for the treatment and/or prevention of infection with 
these swine influenza viruses. Antiviral drugs are prescription medicines (pills, liquid or an inhaler) that fight 
against the flu by keeping flu viruses from reproducing in your body. If you get sick, antiviral drugs can make 
your illness milder and make you feel better faster. They may also prevent serious flu complications. For 
treatment, antiviral drugs work best if started soon after getting sick (within 2 days of symptoms).  

How long can an infected person spread swine flu to others? 
People with swine influenza virus infection should be considered potentially contagious as long as they are 



symptomatic and possible for up to 7 days following illness onset. Children, especially younger children, might 
potentially be contagious for longer periods.  

What can I do to protect myself from getting sick? 
There is no vaccine available right now to protect against swine flu. There are everyday actions that can help 
prevent the spread of germs that cause respiratory illnesses like influenza. Take these everyday steps to protect 
your health: 

• Cover your nose and mouth with a tissue when you cough or sneeze. Throw the tissue in the trash after 
you use it.  

• Wash your hands often with soap and water, especially after you cough or sneeze. Alcohol-based hand 
cleaners are  
also effective.  

• Try to avoid close contact with sick people.  
• If you get sick with influenza, CDC recommends that you stay home from work or school and limit 

contact with others to keep from infecting them. Avoid touching your eyes, nose or mouth. Germs 
spread  
this way.  

What should I do if I get sick? 
If you live in San Diego County or Imperial County California or Guadalupe County, Texas and become ill with 
influenza-like symptoms, including fever, body aches, runny nose, sore throat, nausea, or vomiting or diarrhea, 
you may want to contact their health care provider, particularly if you are worried about your symptoms. Your 
health care provider will determine whether influenza testing or treatment is needed.  

If you are sick, you should stay home and avoid contact with other people as much as possible to keep from 
spreading your illness to others.  

If you become ill and experience any of the following warning signs, seek emergency medical care.  

In children emergency warning signs that need urgent medical attention include: 

• Fast breathing or trouble breathing  
• Bluish skin color  
• Not drinking enough fluids  
• Not waking up or not interacting  
• Being so irritable that the child does not want to be held  
• Flu-like symptoms improve but then return with fever and worse cough  
• Fever with a rash  

In adults, emergency warning signs that need urgent medical attention include: 

• Difficulty breathing or shortness of breath  
• Pain or pressure in the chest or abdomen  
• Sudden dizziness  
• Confusion  
• Severe or persistent vomiting  

Can I get swine influenza from eating or preparing pork? 
No. Swine influenza viruses are not spread by food. You cannot get swine influenza from eating pork or pork 
products. Eating properly handled and cooked pork products is safe. 
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
