STOCKBOXES 
 

The Stockbox program is nearly 
doubling its monthly delivery 
caseload from 5,000 to 9,500 by 
September 2010! This is great news 
for needy seniors in southeastern 
Wisconsin and their families.  
 

Stockboxes are free, pre-packaged boxes of food 
delivered to low-income senior housing sites, senior 
centers and food pantries. They are filled with nutritious 
items that can round out a meal, offering a chance to 
enjoy more sit down occasions. They help maintain a 
daily routine that feels familiar for seniors who may find 
themselves needing assistance for the first time. They 
also support efforts to remain self sufficient with the 
intention of improving nutrition and health.   
 

Stockboxes contain wholesome foods, such as cheese, 
canned fruits and vegetables, pastas, canned meats, 
peanut butter, cereal, juice and dry and evaporated milk. 
These non-perishable items not only offer sustenance as 
they fill stomachs, they offer comfort as they fill cabinets. 
 

Vivian Williams Stevenson, Program Coordinator at 
Northcott Neighborhood House explains, “Stockbox is a 
valuable asset that is needed in my program’s service 
area. Seniors receive a box of free food each month but 
also receive helpful information on health and nutrition. 
It’s a winning combination.”   
 

To receive a monthly Stockbox, 
individuals must be a Wisconsin 
resident, at least 60 years of age, 
and have a monthly income below 
$1,170 for a single person or 
$1,579 for two people. For larger 
households, add $405 for each 
additional household member. To find out if they qualify, 
residents can dial 211 from a landline, or 1-866-211-
3380 from a cell phone. Callers will learn of the nearest 
Stockbox pickup location and distribution date, as well 
as other assistance available.  
 

Hunger Task Force currently delivers Stockboxes free of 
charge to more than 70 sites in Milwaukee, Waukesha, 
Racine, Kenosha and Washington Counties.

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WHY IS THE CAREGIVING 
EXPERIENCE DIFFERENT FOR 
EVERYONE? 
 
Did you ever notice that your caregiving experience is 
different than that of even a very close sibling or friend? 
Have you wondered why your father will not let anyone in to 
help with mom? Information from e-extension.org tells us 
that Caregiving experiences are just as unique as the 
people involved. Each caregiver has different needs, 
feelings, challenges and rewards. Each family member's 
relationship with the care receiver is unique, influencing 
expectations and the overall caregiver experience. Much 
has been learned about the differences in these 
experiences as the result of research by Rhonda 
Montgomery PhD and Karl Kosloski PhD . For example: 
Men tend to think about and approach caregiving differently 
than women. Husbands and wives differ from adult children 
or other relatives in what they do, how they do it, how long 
they do it, and when they consider letting others help. Each 
of us forms personal expectations of ourselves as 
caregivers. These expectations are shaped by past 
experiences and observations (grandpa lived with us, mom 
needs help now), societal rules, our cultural heritage and 
our own family rules (we will all pitch in to care for our own). 
Caregiving can affect us in multiple ways. It can cause 
changes in physical and emotional health, finances, and 
time available to participate in other family, social, work, 
leisure or community activities. Caregiving can be stressful 
at times. Yet, people who perform the same task may have 
very different experiences. One person might feel very 
uncomfortable emptying a commode, while someone else 
may not give it a second thought. Caregivers also 
experience different types and levels of stress over time. 
Caregiving also changes over time. Because of this, it is 
important for everyone involved to communicate, recognize 
differences and work together.  
 
Share Your Caregiving Journey With Others 
Through Research 
 
Montgomery and Kosloski’s 
research on the differences in 
caregiving experiences 
continues to move forward with 
the help of a national caregiver 
registry called the League of 
Experienced Family Caregivers. 
The purpose of the League is to help create better services 

and resources to support family caregivers. Caregivers 
share their knowledge and insights by completing brief 
questionnaires in one of three ways--telephone interviews, 
mail-in surveys or online. More than 1,000 caregivers are 
currently enrolled.

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HERE’S WHAT HAPPENS AFTER 
YOU FILE 

Form 1040X, Amended U.S. Individual Income Tax Return 
 

TEN FACTS ABOUT AMENDED 
RETURNS 

 
Most taxpayers have already filed their 
federal tax returns, but many may still 
have questions. Here’s what the IRS 
wants you to know about refund 
status, recordkeeping, mistakes and 
what to do if you move. 

 
You can make a change or an adjustment to a tax return 
you’ve already filed by filing an amended return. Here are the 
top 10 things the IRS wants you to know about amending your 
federal tax return.  

 
 Refund Information 
1. If you need to amend your tax return, use Form 1040X, 

Amended U.S. Individual Income Tax Return.  
You can go online to check the status of your 2009 refund 72 
hours after IRS acknowledges receipt of your e-filed return, or 
3 to 4 weeks after you mail a paper return. Be sure to have a 
copy of your 2009 tax return available because you will need to 
know your filing status, the first Social Security number shown 
on the return, and the exact whole-dollar amount of the refund. 
You have three options for checking on your refund: 

2. Use Form 1040X to correct previously filed Forms 1040, 
1040A or 1040EZ. The 1040X can also be used to correct 
a return filed electronically. However, you can only paper 
file an amended return.  

3. You should file an amended return if you discover any of 
the following items were reported incorrectly: filing status, 
dependents, total income, deductions or credits.  

 

• Go to IRS.gov, and click on "Where’s My Refund"  
4. Generally, you do not need to file an amended return for 

math errors. The IRS will automatically make the 
correction.  

• Call 1-800-829-4477 24 hours a day, seven days a week 
for automated refund information  

• Call 1-800-829-1954 during the hours shown in your tax 
form instructions  5. You usually do not need to file an amended return 

because you forgot to include tax forms such as W-2s or 
schedules. The IRS normally will send a request asking for 
those documents.  

 
What Records Should I Keep? 
Normally, tax records should be kept for three years, but some 
documents — such as records relating to a home purchase or 
sale, stock transactions, IRAs and business or rental property 
— should be kept longer. 

6. Be sure to enter the year of the return you are amending 
at the top of Form 1040X. Generally, you must file Form 
1040X within three years from the date you filed your 
original return or within two years from the date you paid 
the tax, whichever is later.  

 
You should keep copies of tax returns you have filed and the 
tax forms package as part of your records. They may be 
helpful in amending already filed returns or preparing future 
returns. 

7. If you are amending more than one tax return, prepare a 
1040X for each return and mail them in separate 
envelopes to the IRS campus for the area in which you 
live. The 1040X instructions list the addresses for the 
campuses.  

 
Change of Address 
If you move after you filed your return, you should send Form 
8822, Change of Address to the Internal Revenue Service. If 
you are expecting a refund through the mail, you should also 
file a change of address with the U.S. Postal Service. 

8. If the changes involve another schedule or form, you must 
attach it to the 1040X.  

9. If you are filing to claim an additional refund, wait until you 
have received your original refund before filing Form 
1040X. You may cash that check while waiting for any 
additional refund.  

 
What If I Made a Mistake? 
Errors may delay your refund or result in notices being sent to 
you. If you discover an error on your return, you can correct 
your return by filing an amended return using Form 1040X, 
Amended U.S. Individual Income Tax Return. 

10. If you owe additional tax for 2009, you should file Form 
1040X and pay the tax as soon as possible to limit interest 
and penalty charges. Interest is charged on any tax not 
paid by the due date of the original return, without regard 
to extensions.
